1. In your Google email account, choose settings (small gear at the top of your email).
2. Choose “See all settings”.
3. Choose “Filters and Blocked Addresses”.
4. Click on “Create a new filter”.
5. Enter the teachers email in the “From” section.
6. Click on “Create filter”.
7. Choose “Never send it to Spam” and choose “Categorize as: Primary”.
8. Click on Create filter one last time. The filter has been created and the teachers’ emails should always go to your inbox.

	Check your Junk folder:

Move to Inbox:
If you have found the emails in your Junk folder, you can move them to your inbox by choosing “Not Junk” once you have opened that folder. See picture below.
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	To allow future emails from your child’s teacher to go right into your inbox:
1. In your Microsoft/Outlook email account, choose settings (small gear at the top of your email).
2. Click on “View all Outlook settings” found at the bottom of settings menu.
3. Choose “Mail” in the first column.
4. Choose “Rules” in the second column.
